The City of New Hampton is accepting proposals from qualified firms for a multi-year contract for
SANITARY SEWER CLEANING & TELEVISING.

Introduction. The City of New Hampton (City) is seeking proposals from qualified firms to provide
maintenance of the City’s sanitary sewer mains. Minimum works shall include, but is not limited to
jetting/cleaning of lines, smoke and dye testing and/or CCTV inspections.

Background and Description of Project. The City of New Hampton’s sanitary sewer collection system
includes pipelines ranging in size from 4” to 24” in diameter and approximately 30 miles of sanitary sewer
and approximately 450 manholes. The City’s lines are in need of cleaning/jetting to ensure our collection
system is well operating. Our goal is to establish a five-year capital improvement plan and we would like
to identify our problem areas that are in need of attention; either conducting CCTV inspections or a smoke
and dye testing should help locate those areas in need. If leaks are identified, whether its in a main or a
manhole, the City will then consult with their Engineer to prioritize the leaks and will place them within
the five-year capital improvement plan.

Contract. The City of New Hampton is seeking a five-year term with the contractor to break the
community up into sections to help with cost.
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Time and Place for Filing Sealed Proposals. Sealed bids for the work comprising the improvements as
stated above must be filed before Wednesday, August 11", 2021 at 10:00 am in the office of the City Clerk,
New Hampton City Hall, 112 E Sprig Street, New Hampton, lowa 50659.

Time and Place Sealed Proposals Will be Opened and Considered. Sealed proposals will be opened
and bids tabulated at 10:00 a.m., Wednesday, August 11, 2021 in the Council Chambers of the City Hall,
for consideration by the New Hampton City Council at its meeting on Monday, August 16", 2021.

The City of New Hampton reserves the right to reject any and all bids. The City of New Hampton reserves
the right to defer acceptance of any bid for a period of sixty (60) calendar days after receipt of bids and no
bid may be withdrawn during this period.

Time for Commencement and Completion of Work. Sanitary Service and Maintenance shall begin upon
the issuance of a written Notice to Proceed. The anticipated date for written Notice to Proceed is August
23, 2021. Work on the project shall be completed over the course of five (5) years (twenty percent “20%”
per year) and shall be finished by no later than September 30", 2026. The first section (twenty percent) of
cleaning and televising shall be completed by June 1%, 2022. Liquidated damages in the amount of Five
Hundred Dollars ($500.00) will be assessed for each calendar day beyond September 30", 2026 the work
is not complete. Project completion includes approval by City and Engineer of all cleaning and televising
of lines. The City of New Hampton has not had a regular sewer maintenance program conducted in the past,
so depending on inspection results, a separate contract may be entered into for repairs, lining, etc.

Bid Security. Each bidder shall accompany its bid with bid security as defined in lowa Code Section 26.8,
as security that the successful bidder will enter into a contract for the work bid upon and will furnish after
the award of contract a corporate surety bond, in a form acceptable to the Jurisdiction, for the faithful
performance of the contract, in an amount equal to 100% of the amount of the contract. The bidder’s
security shall be in the amount fixed in the Instruction to Bidders and shall be in the form of a cashier’s
check or a certified check drawn on an FDIC insured bank in lowa or on an FDIC insured bank chartered
under the laws of the United States; or a certified share draft drawn on a credit union in lowa or chartered
under the laws of the United States; or a bid bond on the form provided in the contract documents with
corporate surety satisfactory to the Jurisdiction. The bid shall contain no condition except as provided in
the specifications.

lowa Preference. By virtue of statutory authority, preference will be given to products and provisions
grown and coal produced within the State of lowa, and to lowa domestic labor, to the extent lawfully
required under lowa statutes.

In accordance with lowa statutes, a resident bidder shall be allowed a preference as against a nonresident
bidder from a state or foreign country if that state or foreign country gives or requires any preference to
bidders from that state or foreign country, including but not limited to any preference to bidders, the
imposition of any type of labor force preference, or any other form of preferential treatment to bidders or
laborers from that state or foreign country. The preference allowed shall be equal to the preference given
or required by the state or foreign country in which the nonresident bidder is a resident. In the instance of
a resident labor force preference, a nonresident bidder shall apply the same resident labor force preference
to a public improvement in this state as would be required in the construction of a public improvement by
the state or foreign country in which the nonresident bidder is a resident.



Public Hearing on Proposed Contract Documents and Estimated Costs for Improvements. A public
hearing will be held by the City of New Hampton on the proposed contract documents (plans, specifications
and form of contract) and estimated cost for the improvements at its meeting at 7:00 p.m., Monday, August
16, 2021 in said Council Chambers of the City Hall, 112 E Spring Street, New Hampton, lowa 50659.

General Nature of Public Improvement. The work includes all materials, equipment, transportation, and
labor necessary to complete the improvements. The proposed project includes cleaning, inspection, and
lining of approximately 30 miles of 4-inch to 24-inch sanitary sewer.

Surety Bond. Each successful bidder will be required to furnish a corporate surety bond in an amount equal
to 100% of its contract price. Said bond shall be issued by a responsible surety approved by the City of
New Hampton and shall guarantee the faithful performance of the contract and the terms and conditions
therein contained and shall guarantee the prompt payment of all material and labor, and protect and save
harmless City of New Hampton from claims and damages of any kind caused by the operations of the
contract and shall also guarantee the maintenance of the improvement caused by failures in materials and
construction for a period of two years from and after acceptance of the contract.

Nondiscrimination. The City of New Hampton, in accordance with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964, 78 Stat. 252, 42U.S.C. 2000d to 2000d-4 and Title 49, Code of Federal Regulations, Department of
Transportation, Subtitle A, Office of the Secretary, Part 21, Nondiscrimination in Federally-assisted
programs of the Department of Transportation issued pursuant to such Act, hereby notifies all bidders that
it will affirmatively insure that in any contract entered into pursuant to this advertisement, minority business
enterprises will be afforded full opportunity to submit bids in response to this invitation and will not be
discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national origin in consideration for an award.
